This is based…in part…on how many students show a full year of academic growth in 
reading and math on STAAR.   
 
Why is this important? 
 
We want every student to gain a year’s worth of academic knowledge in reading and 
math each year they are in school. 
 
The School Progress domain is also based… in part…  on comparisons of how well 
students are doing compared to similar schools.
