The Independent Electrical Contrators (IEC) Apprentice Training Programs
combine the on-the-job training and formal related technical instruction you
need to prepare you for this high-demand field.

Each year, apprentices complete at least 144 hours of classroom training per
year with lectures, demonstrations, labs and homework, and a comprehensive
final that must be passed prior to graduating to the next training level.

The IEC will allow high school students who complete high school electrical
trades classes using the IEC curriculum to test out of the first year of our
apprenticeship program. The students will be issued a certificate of
completion and then after an evaluation be enrolled in the 2nd year of the
training program of our four year electrical apprenticeship program.

Electrical

During the first year, apprentices will learn about First Aid, CPR, AED and
jobsite safety. Additionally, electrical fundamentals and basic electrical theory,
essential national electrical code rules and wiring methods will be covered.
Finally, care and use of hand and power operated tools, conduit bending and
other mechanical skills will be explored.
