Pipefitters install and repair both high- and low-pressure pipe systems
used in manufacturing, in the generation of electricity, and in the

heating and cooling of buildings.

In addition to safety and proper tool handling, students are asked to
explain the safety requirements for oxyfuel cutting identify oxyfuel
cutting equipment and setup requirements and explain how to light,
adjust, and shut down oxyfuel equipment. Exam candidates will
perform cutting techniques that include straight line, piercing, bevels,
and washing.
