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Irvin High School
The goal of the program is to establish a clear and accessible pathway to careers in emergency medical care for students at Irvin High. In collaboration with EPCC and local businesses, EPISD will design and launch a P-TECH academy with health medicine guided pathways that lead to an Associate of Arts or an Associate in Applied Science at Irvin High School by the fall of 2022, This program design will include target enrollment, curriculum, assessment, work-based learning, tracking, and student supports. By year four, the P-TECH will have a graduation rate of 90%, 70% of students will have level 1 certificate or industry certificate, and 50% will earn Associate degrees (compared to the national average of 33% (Pannoni, 2016)).
Form and convene a P-TECH leadership team consisting of district, IHE, and business partners to create outcomes-based measures and corresponding timeline based on blueprint. Draft MOU. Hire a P-TECH Coordinator, and designate college and industry liaisons. Develop class and workplace experience schedules, scope and sequence. Determine program equipment and resource needs, budget, curriculum, evaluation instruments, and begin procurement process. Submit Texas Success Initiative (TSI) testing schedule for approval. Develop a student-based schedule that is responsive and flexible. Based on student needs assessment, create a professional development plan for teachers and staff including collaboration and observation opportunities within school, district, IHE, and workplace. Develop an advertising campaign for student recruitment. Plan summer bridge programming.
- Execute MOUs. Finalize student wraparound support strategies.
- Continue leadership team meetings.
- Complete procurement.
- Continue professional development and classroom observations.
- Collect and track admission and assessment data. 
- Continue to refine schedule and curriculum.
- Submit P-TECH Implementation Plan to TEA.

- Continue leadership team meetings.
- Continue professional development and classroom observations. 
- Continue to refine schedule and curriculum, work-based assignments and student support strategies. 
- Recruit cohort 1 students through middle school recruitment, conduct information nights.
- Implement stakeholder and student surveys for program feedback.

During the implementation of the program, the P-TECH coordinator will be responsible for collecting data to track and report program success. Program progress will be tracked by student success, teacher satisfaction, partner satisfaction, and resource usage:
- Student success: Student satisfaction survey: class rigor, work-based relevance, sufficiency of support including IHE and business liaisons; Enrollment; Course grades (district and IHE); TSI scores; Utilization of wraparound services; Certificate and degree completion; Graduation. 
- Teacher/counselor satisfaction surveys: professional development effectiveness and rigor, student readiness, student growth, quality of collaboration with IHE and business partner.
- IHE and business partner satisfaction surveys: effectiveness of leadership team and team meetings, workplace relevance, quality of collaboration from campus staff and teachers, student professionalism and willingness to learn. 
- Resource usage: usage of wraparound student support including transportation, teacher professional development benchmarks, itemized program budget and spend rate. 
After helping to determine the timing of this data collection schedule and reporting, the leadership team will review program success reports presented by the P-TECH coordinator at regularly scheduled meetings and discuss barriers and facilitators to program success. The P-TECH coordinator will facilitate these discussions centered on determining the best option for student success. Meeting minutes will be kept document the engagement process.

The P-TECH will have open enrollment and be advertised to all EPISD students. Students will complete an online interest survey in the student frontline portal. Applicants from outside EPISD will complete the same online interest survey in a google doc maintained by EPISD. If more students apply than seats available, a weighted lottery rubric will be created to establish an order of intake that reserves seats for students who are designated as at-risk by the state of Texas, first generation college going, and socioeconomically disadvantaged students. A master waiting list of applicants will be kept in order of priority. The most underserved will be prioritized based on scored criteria. As students decline the invitation to the program or opt out, the next student on the list will be offered the position.
Students in the Irvin P-TECH at Irvin HS will access a pathway to earn college credit, learn from industry leaders, gain work-based experience, receive specialized supports, and attain industry credentialing and degrees, all before receiving their high school diploma. Irvin HS will establish a partnership with University Medical Center (UMC) to provide students access to medical training. The partnership will be include recruiting, mentorship and experiential learning to prepare students to enter into the medical field through dual credit course offered by credentialed campus teachers and direct EPCC courses while receiving relevant industry-led experiences throughout high school. Upon completing the minimum credit requirements, students will earn an Associate Degree in Multidisciplinary Studies, a Level 1 Emergency Medical Technician certificate or an industry certification as a Certified Medical Assistant. Year 1 students will take College Transition/Learning Framework and attend industry partner-lead presentations. Year 2 will include: Introductory Chemistry I and II, General Psychology, and Music Appreciation and guest-speaker events. Year 3 will include: Composition I and II, College Algebra, Pre-Calculus Math, Anatomy and Physiology I and II, United States History I and II, and Business and Professional Communications. Year 4 will include: British Literature, Federal Government, Texas Government, Clinical EMT I, Emergency Medical Technician, and Conditioning and practicum opportunities.
EPCC courses are approved by Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board and the college is accredited to award degrees by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools Commission on Colleges. 
EPISD and EPCC have a long-standing partnership and support the vision of creating a school-within-school P-TECH. El Paso ISD leadership and EPCC administrators have outlined a course curriculum that provides students with preparation for an Associate Degree in Multidisciplinary Studies with a Certification of Completion EMT. Both parties will enter into an MOU for the term of this program that outlines the relationship and responsibilities regarding curriculum alignment, instructional materials, instructional calendar, programs/courses of study, student enrollment and attendance, grading periods and policies, and administration of statewide assessments. Courses will be scheduled in coordination with the EPCC calendar. EPISD teacher credentialing will be provided by EPCC as appropriate to the program. Instructors will be provided by each entity to meet the needs of students. EPCC will designate a liaison for guiding students’ selection of academic pathway and advisement of opportunities and credentialing.

EPISD will enter into an MOU with UMC to provide 100% of participating students access to appropriate work-based education at every grade level, address regional workforce needs, provide interviewing priority to P-TECH graduates for positions in which they are qualified, and review and revise this agreement at least every two years.

Irvin High School will offer academic and emotional wrap-around strategies for students, parents and teachers. Academic wraparound strategies include 1:1 laptop distribution, internet access to at-risk students, real-time tutoring, TSIA summer bootcamps, online remediation courses, and technology access for parents. Teachers from Irvin will receive specialized professional development such as active learning framework to strengthen instruction delivery. Irvin will offer emotional wraparound strategies focus on intervention methods that strengthen the mental and emotional well-being of the students. Intervention methods/practices come from Social and Emotional Learning, cognitive behavior therapy and trauma-informed care. Additional mental health services will be offered to students in the event that the student requires therapy from professional services. Additional academic support will be provided by EPCC as part of the college coursework. Additional strategies will include, but will not be limited to: Summer programs that will help prevent learning loss; College-Preparation Enrichment Program will offer student guidance on completing financial aid application; Career Counseling will offer best practices for job interviews and how to build their resume; Health services will offer vaccination and health screenings to students assigned to do their work-based learning; Student transportation services to EPISD offices and community partners that are not within the proximity of their campus in order to fulfill their work-based learning requirements. EPCC will designate a P-TECH counselor to conduct advising sessions and parent meetings.
