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The Individuals with Disabilities Act entitles a student with a disability to a free, appropriate public education in the least restrictive environment.
When a student has educational needs that cannot be met in a public school setting, that student can be educated in a private school or facility, referred to as a nonpublic school.

Nonpublic/Off-Campus Programs in Texas

In Texas there are different types of education programs LEAs
contract with for the provision of special education.

c Nonpublic/Off-Campus Day Program or School
e A county system (i.e., Harris County Dept Ed)
 Aregional education service center
* A nonpublic day school
* Any other public or private entity contracted for the
provision of FAPE (i.e., 18+ Programs)

e Nonpublic Residential Program or School
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In Texas there are different types of educational programs and settings LEAs contract with for the provision of special education supports and services. 

An off-campus day program or school can include  
a county system operating under application of former law
a regional education service center
a nonpublic day school; 
or any other public or private entity with which a school district enters into a contract for the provision of special education services

Off-Campus Day programs provide special education and related services during school hours by someone other than school district personnel in a facility other than an LEA campus. This placement is determined by an ARD committee.

	
 A nonpublic residential program or school supports students with disabilities who have been placed for educational and residential purposes via an ARD committee determination. 


High Level Process Flow

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A high-level process flow is described here and intended to provide LEAs with a simplified view of the nonpublic process from placement to funding.  

When an ARD committee places a student in an off-campus day or residential program, the LEA is required to notify TEA of the placement within 30 calendar days.  This notification is required regardless of the LEA’s intent to access state and/or federal funding.  When TEA receives the application, it will be reviewed to ensure state and federal special education requirements are met.  If approved, the LEA is eligible for state and federal funds.  A side note here- LEAs must meet notification requirements to be eligible for full funding.

Nonpublic Application and Notification Requirements

When an LEA places a student in a day or residential facility they are
required to notify TEA, within 30 calendar days, of the student’s
placement via TEAL.

LEA’s must notify the agency of day and residential placement in a
nonpublic facility, regardless of intent to access funding.

Residential Facility (RF) Tracker (bit.ly/RFTracker) is not captured
under this workstream.

Residential Facility Program Guidance FAQ

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Residential Facility Tracker, commonly referred to as RF Tracker, is often confused with a nonpublic residential placement. Reporting requirements for RF tracker are reported in TSDS and are monitored by the Office of Special Populations and Monitoring�Department of Review and Support.

When an LEA places a student in a day or residential facility they are required to notify TEA, within 30 calendar days, of the student’s placement.  


Again, LEA’s must notify the agency of day and residential placement, regardless of intent to access funding.

The residential application opens on September 1 and closes on July 1.  

The day application opens on 9/1 and closes on June 8th. 

The High Cost Fund Application opens on March 1 and closes on May 1.  

Applications must be submitted within these timeframes.  


Day Placement Application and Funding Sources

The Day Placement application serves as a mechanism to apply for state
and federal funding.

Day Placement —> Application —> SPED Allotment State Funding

LEAs can apply for reimbursement through the TEAL High Cost Funds.

The day application and HCF application are 2 separate applications;
completion of a day application will not generate any funding under
HCF.
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Here we will look at the day placement application and associated funding sources. 

In addition to being a notification system, the application also serves as a mechanism to apply for state and federal funding.  

Essentially, the day application in TEAL will generate SPED allotment funding.  

If additional funding is needed for a high cost placement, LEAs can apply for reimbursement through the TEAL High Cost Funds.  

The day application and HCF application are 2 separate applications; completion of a day application will not generate any funding under HCF.

If approved, federal funds are generated and funds are issued via direct deposit. �


Residential Placement Application and Funding Sources

The Residential Placement Application also serves as a mechanism to
apply for state and federal funding.

An application for residential placement can potentially pull from 3

funding sources.

State Funds Federal Funds Additional Federal

The HCF application is a separate application that is completed.

*Completion of a residential application will not generate any funding
under HCF.
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Here we will look at the residential placement application and associated funding sources. In addition to being a notification system, the residential application also serves as a mechanism to apply for state and federal funding.  

An application for residential placement can potentially pull from 3 funding sources. 

State funds are used to pay for educational costs associated with a residential placement. These costs are funded with state funds on the same basis as day school placements.  

Federal funds can be used to pay for related and residential services via a residential grant.  To gain access to these funds, LEAs must initiate the residential grant application via egrants. 

LEAs can apply for additional federal funding for excess costs via the TEAL HCF application.  

The HCF application is a separate application that is completed. *Completion of a residential application alone will not generate any funding under HCF.

First, the ARD committee determines the need for a nonpublic placement. 

Then, the LEA notifies TEA, within 30 calendar days of the placement via the TEAL application.

Next, TEA reviews the application. 

If approved, SPED allotment state funding is generated added to the LEA’s allotment disbursement.  

Federal funding can be generated via the residential grant. This requires the completion of a grant application. Funds are accessed via a NOGA or Notice of Grant Award.

If funds are not sufficient, the LEA can apply for additional funding through a seperate High Cost Funds Application. If approved,  additional federal funds are generated and funds are issued via direct deposit. �



Nonpublic / Off-Campus Monitoring

Nonpublic facilities are monitored on a one to three-year cycle.
Both TEA and LEAs are involved in monitoring activities.

LEAs are required to make 2 onsite visits annually, one
announced and one unannounced.

TEA is required to make 2 onsite visits, one announced and
one unannounced.

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Nonpublic and offcampus facilities are monitored on a 1 to 3 year cycle. 

LEAs are required to make 2 onsite visits annually, one announced and one unannounced.  

For facilities in a monitoring year, TEA is required to make 2 onsite visits, one announced and one unannounced.

Funding — High Cost Funds

High Cost Funds are dedicated to help reimburse LEAs.

High need student — require educational services that exceed three times
the average per pupil expenditure (APPE).
APPE for 2020-2021 is 10,163 X 3 = $30,489

LEAs can apply for HCF for students served in-
district or off-campus.

High Costs Funds is a separate application from the
Day and Residential applications.

High Cost Fund State Plan bit.ly/HCFStatePlan
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High Cost Funds (HCF) are intended to help offset the financial impact on Local Education Agencies (LEAs) that provide educational services to high-need students with disabilities. 

High-need students are defined as those who require educational services which exceed three times the average per pupil expenditure (APPE). 

LEAs can apply for HCF for student served in-district or off-campus. 

A reminder –The High Cost Fund Appliction is a separate application from the Day and Residential applications.  LEAs frequently use these terms interchangeably which causes confusion when applying for funding.

If you are applying for high cost funds for a day or residential
placement, you must FIRST submit a day or residential application in
TEAL. Those applications are highlighted in blue.

Your day or residential application must be reviewed and
approved by TEA before you can submit a HCF application.

LEAs may not manually enter day and residential
applications in HCF. These applications will port over
from your day or residential application when the
student’s unique ID is entered.
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When applying for high cost funds there are several things to keep in mind.  
If you are applying for high cost funds for a day or residential placement, you must FIRST submit a day or residential application in TEAL.  Those applications are highlighted in blue.  

your day or residential application must be reviewed and approved by TEA before you can submit a HCF application. Once the day or residential application has been approved, the LEA can go into HCF and enter the student at which time the student’s information will port over. 


LEAs may not manually add HCF applications for day and residential students in HCF. These applications will port over from your day or residential application. Only students served in-district can be manually added to High Cost Funds (in-district placements don’t require an additional step prior to applying for high cost funds).  



High Cost Funds — Eligible Costs

Only costs identified in the child’s IEP and associated with providing
direct special education and related services are considered in
determining whether a student is a high-need child.

For Residential
placements, the amount
considered for a HCF award
is limited to a portion of

the 25% residential set-
aside.

For Day placement, the
amount considered for
HCF award is limited to a
portion of the nonpublic
day school cost.
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High Cost Fund eligible costs include those costs associated with providing direct special education and related services.  Indirect or consultation services are not eligible for reimbursement.  

For Residential placements, the amount considered for a HCF award is limited to a portion of the 25% residential set-aside (if the 25% set-aside exceeds three times the state’s APPE). 

For Day placements, the amount considered for HCF award is limited to a portion of the nonpublic day school cost (if the NPDS total expenses exceeds three times the state’s APPE).

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Here we will look at a high-level overview of the high cost fund application process and funding information.  

First, the LEA identifies a high need student whose educational services exceed 3 times the state’s APPE

The LEA submits a high cost fund application for a student served in-district or off-campus. Reminder here that if the student is day or residential there is a separate application that must be completed before applying for high cost funds. 

Next, TEA reviews the application. 

If approved,  federal funds are generated and issued via direct deposit. �
