Post-Award Compliance (PAC) is a new unit within the Federal
Fiscal Compliance and Reporting Division.

New unit is conducting Post-Award compliance reviews randomly
selected federal grant applications.

PAC reviews grant applications for compliance with applicable
statues, regulations, nonregulatory guidance and grant guidelines.

PAC reviews include items that were previously part of the Grants
Administration negotiation process that are not included in the new
streamlined review process.

If PAC reviews identify areas of noncompliance, the subrecipient
will be notified of the items to be addressed via an amendment.




* If PAC does not identify any area of noncompliance, then PAC
will move directly to issuing a final report.
